Artwork larger than 24" x 36" will not be accepted.
We are unable to display wall-mounted artwork in the concert hall lobby.

Submissions for In-Person Display
If submitting artwork for in-person display, artists must provide framed artwork or
artwork otherwise fit for easel display. Framing will not be provided.
