Colorado Symphony Orchestra and music director of the
Denver Young Artists Orchestra.

Lawrence Loh received his Artist Diploma in Orchestral
Conducting from Yale, his Masters in Choral Conducting
from Indiana University and his B.A. and Certificate of
Management Studies from the University of Rochester. He
was born in Southern California of Korean parentage and
raised in Carlisle, Pennsylvania.
