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ABOUT THE ARTISTS

Bass-baritone Ronald M. Banks is
pleased to return to Pacific Symphony.
Banks has been seen on stages around
the world across a 30-year career. A
versatile performer, his talents have
included work in musical theatre, opera,
oratorio, voice-over, and in recital.
Operatic roles include Rigoletto, Sharpless
in Madame Butterfly, Don Pasquale, and
many others.

He has worked with Los Angeles Chamber Singers, La Jolla
Symphony, San Diego Symphony, and many other chorales and
orchestras around the world. In musical theatre, Banks is best
known for his portrayal of the King of Siam in The King and
I, performing the role over 500 times, garnering awards, and
critical acclaim in productions across the nation.

Other award-winning roles include King Arthur in Camelot
and the title role in Sweeney Todd. At the Disneyland Resort,
Banks was known to audiences for eight years as Jafar in
Aladdin: A Musical Spectacular. His distinctive speaking voice
can be heard in the World of Warcraft and Mortal Kombat series
video games, and most recently, as the English-language voice
of Cho (Seung-ryong Ryu) in the Netflix TV series, Kingdom.

He has a passion for music and arts education, having
worked in outreach for Los Angeles Opera, San Diego Opera,
and Pacific Symphony.

Yu Liu is an internationally acclaimed
pipa artist. She was born into a family of
musicians in Changsha, China. When her
mother introduced her to the pipa at the
age of eight, she immediately developed
a special interest in its music. She
excelled as a top contestant and entered
the prestigious Central Conservatory

of Music in Beijing, majoring in pipa
performance. Upon graduation, she

was recruited as a leading pipa performer in the National
Chinese Music Orchestra. Liu was the winner of the 1989 Art
Cup International Competition of Chinese Musical Instruments.
Since then, she was frequently invited to play in the Beijing
Concert Hall and national TV concerts. She represented

China for sharing her music on many occasions including
international music festivals in Germany, Singapore, and the
United States.

Liu arrived in the United States in 1991. Not only to continue
her musical career but to explore broader stages and
opportunities. She has recorded soundtracks for hundreds
of TV episodes with Warner Brothers such as Kung Fu as well
as for the movie Pavilion of Women with Universal Pictures
and TV series Kung Fu Panda with Nickelodeon, Recently, she
worked with Disney on the TV show Our Flowing Dream and the
animated film Mulan by Disney.

Brian Bui shares the beauty of Vietnamese traditional music
with the world through the enchanting sounds of the dan
tranh. Combining the sounds of his heritage with elements of
Latin, jazz, and Western Classical music, Bui's compositions
are a reflection of his diverse and multicultural upbringing
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in Stockton. Starting out on violin and
piano at a young age, it was not until his
teenage years that he began his journey
into Vietnamese traditional music. In a
search to connect with his Vietnamese
roots, he was drawn to the dan tranh, a
17-stringed zither.

As a performer, Bui has played dan
tranh for audiences in Vietnam and !
the U.S. at events such as the Stockton Multicultural festival,
Yerba Buena Gardens Festival, and the U.S. Embassy in Hanoi.
In addition to performing, he has held workshops and lectures
about Vietnamese traditional music and invites people of all
backgrounds to listen to and appreciate the music of Vietnam.
Bui earned a B.A. in Composition from the University of the
Pacific in 2021. Outside of the university he has studied dan
tranh with zither masters Vd Van Anh and Nguy&n Thi Hai
Phuong.

Pianist Fei-Fei Dong is a winner of the
Concert Artists Guild Competition and
a top finalist at the 14th Van Cliburn
International Piano Competition.
Praised for her “bountiful gifts and
passionate immersion into the music
she touches” (The Plain Dealer), she
continues to build a reputation for

her poetic interpretations, charming
audiences with her “passion, piquancy,
and tenderness” and “winning stage presence” (Dallas Morning
News), both in the U.S. and internationally, including her
native China. Career highlights include performances with
the Fort Worth Symphony, Kansas City Symphony, Buffalo
Philharmonic, Calgary Philharmonic, Aspen Music Festival
Orchestra, Spokane Symphony, Corpus Christi Symphony,
Austin Symphony, Denver Philharmonic, Anchorage
Symphany, Youngstown Symphony, and the Juilliard
Orchestra. Internationally, she has performed with Canada’s
Calgary Philharmonic, Germany’s Rostock, and Baden-Baden
philharmonic orchestras, and in China with the Hong Kong
Philharmonic, China National, and Shenzhen Symphany
orchestras. Fei-Fei was showcased prominently as a Cliburn
finalist in the documentary film, Virtuosity, about the 2013
Cliburn Competition, which premiered on PBS in August 2015.

Yaya Zhang is an interdisciplinary young artist with 20 years
of experience in stage performance, dance choreography,
and contemporary art creation. She is a graduate of the
Beijing Dance Academy and has performed in CATS: The Musical
in Japan. She moved to the U.S. in 2007 where she continues

to work as a teacher and choreographer in major dance
companies in Los Angeles. In 2014, Yaya founded Yaya Dance
Academy (YDA). Open ideals and high-quality art education

is Yaya Dance Academy’s continuous mission. The Academy
works with dancers of all ages, mainly individuals who are
remarkably passionate in dance. In just a few years, her
students have participated in major American and international
dance competitions, winning many awards and honors at Youth
American Grand Prix (YAGP), Showstopper, and Kids Artistic
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Revue (KAR). They were invited to perform at YAGP's finals in
Florida in 2021, was named Outstanding Studio Award in KAR
2020 and many more just to name a few. From 2016-22, she
served as the main choreographer for Pacific Symphany's
Lunar New Year Concert for six consecutive years.

A. Lyons Artistic Director of Pacific
Chorale, is a GRAMMY® Award-winning
conductor who “fashions fluent and
sumptuous readings” (Voice of 0C)

with his “phenomenal” artistry (Los
Angeles Times). He was appointed Pacific
Chorale’s Artistic Director in 2017. Under his
leadership, the chorus continues to expand
its reputation for excellence for delivering
fresh, thought-provoking interpretations
of beloved masterworks, rarely performed gems, and newly
commissioned pieces. His artistic impact can be heard on two
recent recordings featuring Pacific Chorale, including the 2020
GRAMMY® Award-winning Mahler’s Eighth Symphony with the Los
Angeles Philharmanic Orchestra conducted by Gustavo Dudamel on
Deutsche Grammophon (2021), for which he prepared the chorus.

It won “Best Choral Performance” and also garnered a GRAMMY®
nomination for “Best Engineered Album, Classical.” Additionally,
Istad conducted the Pacific Chorale's recording All Things Common:
The Music of Tarik 0'Regan released on Yarlung Records (2020).
Istad has prepared choruses for such renowned conductors as
Esa-Pekka Salonen, John Williams, John Mauceri, Keith Lockhart,
Nicholas McGegan, Vasilly Sinaisky, Sir Andrew Davis, Bramwell
Tovey, Carl St.Clair, Eugene Kohn, Giancarlo Guerrero, Marin Alsop,
George Fenton, and Robert Moody. He regularly conducts and
collaborates with Pacific Symphany, Musica Angelica Barogue
Orchestra, Sony Classical Records, Yarlung Records, Berkshire
Choral International, and Long Beach Symphony Orchestra.

The GRAMMY® Award-winning PACIFIC CHORALE, an Orange
County “treasure” with a “fresh viewpoint” that “can sing
anything you put in front of it with polish, poise and tonal
splendor” (Orange County Register), has “risen to national
prominence” (Los Angeles Times) since its inception in
1968. Hailed for delivering “thrilling entertainment” (Voice of
0C), the resident choir at Segerstrom Center for the Arts is
noted for its artistic innovation and commitment to expanding
the choral repertoire. It has given world, U.S., and West

Coast premieres of more than 40 works, including numerous
commissions, by such lauded composers as John Adams, Jake
Heggie, James Hopkins, David Lang, Morten Lauridsen, Tarik

series each season, Pacific Chorale, led by Artistic Director
Robert Istad, enjoys a long-standing partnership with Pacific
Symphony, with which the choir made its highly anticipated
Carnegie Hall debut in 2018. The chorus also regularly appears
with the Los Angeles Philharmonic, with which it won the
2022 GRAMMY® Award for Best Choral Performance for its
